Provides a very usefull overview of the capabilities of sailing catamarans and the differences to

monohulls or how the authors calls them "balasted keel boats". The authors insights from naval

architects view are thorough and practical. The book is well organized. I wished he would have put

more emphasize on sub-45 ft yachts as this is what most of us can affort.
