So high level that in most of the places we
visited, there was’t enough information to make good decisions. Limited information about how to
use public transit, very limited information about dining options. We were mostly in capital cities, |
would have expected the book to go into a little more detail. We also bought the Rick Steve’s guide

to Scandanvia for the trip, and that book was much more helpful and went into a lot more detail.

In the past, | have found Lonely Planet travel guides to be very useful. The one for Scandinavia was

not very good. Very light in content and more pretentious than normal.

We are traveling to Iceland and Norway, and | thought this book would be more compact than
buying separate guides for each country. It turned out to be a waste of time and money - too little

detail on any one place to be of much use.

This guide is very helpful. If you're spending more time in Iceland, | recommend also buying the
Lonely Planet guide to Iceland by itself. Still, the Scandinavia guide will give you everything you

need to play a multi-week trip to this area of the world.
