My 4 stars

is simply for the ease of navigation.As a pastor | use Kindle and Logos for digital references. Kindle

versions of reference works and commentaries are often very difficult to navigate and not worth the



time or effort even at a substantial savings. Having said that, this version seems to be fairly good in
terms of navigating a commentary. The only thing missing that would make navigation better would
be to put chapter shortcuts in the Document Navigation bar for the MacBook version. Right now you
have to click the table of contents in the Document Navigation bar then click the specific chapter.
ItAfA¢A & -A &,¢s only one more click but for me that one extra click is the difference between 4
and 5 stars. The iPhone has the table of contents in the drop down menu making it very
convenient.Also common to Kindle commentaries (this volume included) is that when Greek or
Hebrew words are supplied using the original language it appears as a picture embedded in the text
