None of the ideas/worksheets are mind-blowing and something 'I've never thought of,' but I like the

way everything is organized by standard and grade level. Very easy to use and copy (spiral

binding). If you are new to Common Core (like me) this have been very helpful and worth every

penny.

I am one year away from retiring and needed some type of quick fix for the demands of conforming

to Common Core and the paperwork 3rd Grade Guarantee entails in the Primary Grades. This book

saved my sanity and was an excellent source of documentation and information needed for writing

the pages upon pages of paperwork that was required for the documentation.

I bought this book with high hopes of getting some really great resources. If you are familiar with the

Common Core Standards, then this book probably wouldn't be helpful. If you are completely new to

the standards, have no materials (mainly graphic organizers), you may like this. The book just

provided a lot of graphic organizers that looked like something for third grade and over. They give

you ideas, but nothing I found to be out of the box or to meet the needs of the rigor. I returned this

book.

I was looking forward to reading this book. I don't have a lot of time, so I was disappointed in the

organization of the book. While the author examines each key piece of CC, it was confusing to

implement quickly. This was a book that needs more time to figure out. I was looking for something

more comprehensive and reader friendly. If I wasn't teaching full time, maybe I would have the time

to figure out this book.

Not that great of a book considering how outdated the material is. In all fairness, education

standards/common core is constantly changing so it is difficult to make the changes. As a teacher, I

find it easier to find what I need in regards to teaching to the standards online where things are

constantly updated. This is a good book to get some helpful ideas from however.
