DENOMINATIONS (and still increasing). Added to that, it has proven that GOOD WORKS and
FAITH are essential to Christianity and not faith alone as proven by James 2:17 "Thus also faith by
itself, if it does not have works, is dead." This was well explained by Dr. Scott Hahn especially after
