I'm just a beginning collector, so it's hard for me to say if there
are any factual errors or important/interesting stuff left out, but the ones | have read have held my
interest.As with the Encyclopedia mentioned above, the book is very well produced, with gorgeous
glossy images of each note.As a collector, history and design are as much my guiding principals

much more so than investment return (although | think "value investing”, as with stocks, is the best



way to go long on something like paper money, and history/design is really important in terms of the
deeper value and long-term prospects for a note). This is a great resource to get a deeper

understanding of the WHY of popularity.
