With Ash and Raven traveling with

her, Violet will need all of her powers to get her friends, and herself, out of the Jewel alive.But no

matter how far Violet runs, she can&#39;t escape the rebellion brewing just beneath the

Jewel&#39;s glittering surface, and her role in it. Violet must decide if she is strong enough to rise

against the Jewel and everything she has ever known.
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This book picks up right where The Jewel left off and it gets going immediately. It is nonstop the

whole time and I loved the pace of the book.
