A friend recommended this book to me recently, and even though on the surface it appeared to be

written more for a younger person (the protagonist is just a teenager), I have to say that I genuinely

found value in this work. The author artfully writes about the experiences of a young man who finds

himself in a very challenging personal situation (i.e., a "moment of truth" in his life). Using a very

innovative narrative, the author describes the young man's encounters with seven historical figures

(e.g., Abraham Lincoln, Anne Frank), each of whom provides him with a critical "decision"

necessary for achieving success in life. While I have read similar advice in other personal growth

books, it was never delivered in such an entertaining manner. I highly recommend this book as a

personal growth resource.
